Marketplace Information Sheet


Born to Drum Women’s Drum Camp is being held at Walker Creek Ranch in Petaluma on July 2 through 5, 2011.  Walker Creek Ranch is at 1700 Marshall-Petaluma Road, Petaluma, CA 94952.  It is an hour’s drive from either San Francisco or Oakland and 14 miles from downtown Petaluma camp.  Details about the event, location, facilities, and driving directions are available under 'Practical Information' at http://www.womendrummers.org 
The Marketplace will be open on Friday July 1, Saturday July 2, Sunday, July 3, and Monday July 4 for vending art, crafts, services (eg, massage, readings), instruments, jewelry, materials, clothing, music, and more. 
The event is “rain or shine.”
This is an adult women-only event and all booths must be staffed by women. Children are not allowed. 
SET-UP AND CLOSING TIMES: Set up time on Friday starts at 11:00am and should be completed by 12:30pm.  This is when campers will arrive for the event.  On Saturday, Sunday, and Monday set up starts at 8:30am and should be completed by 9:30am.  Breakdown can begin in the evening at 6pm and should be completed by 7pm.  On Monday, we need to be out of the camp by 5pm.  The last program ends at 4pm 

COST:  The cost for vendors who are not full weekend camp registrants is $50 per day, payable in advance when you apply. This fee is for the marketplace only and does not include meals, accommodations, or programs.

For those registered for Born to Drum for the full weekend camp, the cost is $25 per day, also payable in advance with this application.

SPACE:  Spaces are roughly 10’ x 10’. Spaces are allocated on a first come/first served basis upon check-in.  Vendors may rent multiple spaces and may use only the space(s) rented.  No one will be allowed to set up a space unless they have paid in advance.

WHAT YOU NEED TO BRING:  Vendors are responsible for their own materials, including tables, chairs, canopies, decorations, displays, etc.  The Marketplace will be held in an open area, and a canopy is highly recommended.  Be sure to bring adequate change, as Born to Drum will not provide any.

BORN TO DRUM RAFFLE:  In order to raise funds for scholarships, we are holding a raffle.  We invite you to donate something. We will be acknowledging all the donors by name on our website as well as acknowledging them during the drawing at camp.  

PROHIBITIONS:  Vendors may not play music.  Electricity will not be provided.  Generators will not be accommodated.  No burning items such as incense or candles are allowed, due to fire hazard. 
LODGING AND MEALS: 
You are welcome to stay overnight or join us for meals. If you prefer to provide your own meals, please be aware that fires and cook stoves are not allowed due to fire danger.
